Isolate VTT/VTX power as described in Section “Electrical Isolation of the VFD" of the Service Manual (M-SV-VT-
001).

Isolate the compressor and recover the refrigerant according to industry standards.

Remove wires from the IFV Actuator.

Remove the set screws from the IFV Actuator Drive Shaft.

Remove the IFV Actuator from the IFV Actuator Drive Shaft.

Remove the fasteners from the suction side of the IFV pipe assembly.

Remove the fasteners from discharge side of the IFV pipe assembly.

Remove the IFV Pipe Assembly and O-rings.

3 - IFV PIPE ASSEMBLY Installation Instructions

1.
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Lubricate and place the O-rings on the IFV suction and discharge side flanges.
Place the IFV pipe into position and install the fasteners.

Install the IFV Actuator to the IFV Actuator Drive Shaft.

Install and tighten the set screws to the IFV Actuator Drive Shaft.

Attach the wires to the IFV Actuator.

Leak test and evacuate compressor in accordance with standard industry practices.
Return the compressor to normal operation.

Test run the compressor to verify proper operation.
