Isolate compressor power as described in Section “Electrical Isolation of the Compressor” of the Service Manual
(M-SV-001).

Isolate the compressor and recover the refrigerant according to industry standards.

Remove the top covers.

Remove the Soft Start.

Disconnect the two (2) connectors from the Thermistor Sensor Feedthroughs.

Remove the Motor Bus Bars.

Remove Motor Cover Plate.

Clean both mounting surfaces.

Inspect and lubricate the new O-ring.

Install the O-Ring into the groove of the main housing. Assembly must be made with care so that the O-Ring is
properly placed in the groove and not damaged as the housing is closed.

Install the Motor Cover Plate.

Install the Motor Bus Bars.

Connect the two (2) connectors to the Thermistor Sensor Feedthroughs.

Install the Soft Start.

Install the top covers.

Leak test and evacuate compressor in accordance with standard industry practices.
